The Program

Terry McCullough’s guest speaker, Hammond Police Sgt. Jerry Granger, oversees and directs the Neighborhood Watch Group (NWG), teaches grade school kids about crime prevention and firearm safety, as well as works closely with the K-9 unit.  One might wonder why he talks with kids about firearm safety, of all things.  Well, half of all homes have guns!  Guns can be dangerous in the hands of the ignorant.  The NWG is working but can work better.  Sgt. Granger’s goal is to recruit two reps from every city block in Hammond.  Currently there are 150 reps; he’d like to see upwards of 1,000.  Additionally, Sgt. Granger wants to expand the program to businesses.  Finally, if you’d like to sponsor a K-9 dog, you can for $150.00 which goes towards the dog’s daily maintenance.  It would seem that Sgt. Granger’s diligence and effort is paying off as crime has been down in Hammond 6% per year for the last three years.
