Speaker

Duane Dedelow introduced our speaker today.  He is Richard Morrisroe, East Chicago’s City Planner. He is a long time resident of East Chicago and is very learned in the area of faith and civil rights. Richard currently teaches social justice at Calumet College.

Richard began by sending two visual aids around the room.  He had framed awards from 

his experiences.  The Catholic Interracial Council of Chicago gave him the John F. Kennedy award.

Richard said he was born the son of Irish immigrants and raised in Chicago where he was not exposed to African Americans.  He attended Archbishop Quigley Preparatory Seminary.

In 1960 he worked as a construction laborer on a housing project. He saw how ironworkers did not allow African Americans or women to be part of the union until after a Federal lawsuit.

He felt called to work in an African American parish and was sent to 71st and King Drive for a year.  He took part in civil rights demonstrations in 1964.  He was arrested for encouraging people to vote and taken to Alabama where he spent a difficult week in jail.  When he was released, he was shot and Jonathon Daniels was killed.  Thanks to a nurse and a military doctor, a team of six physicians spent 11 hours putting Richard back together.  Now he has only a slight limp and occasional cramping.

Richard recommended a couple books.  Taylor Branch’s At Canaan's Edge, and Outside Agitator: Jon Daniels and the Civil Rights Movement in Alabama, by Charles Eagles.

He found his way as a city planner by going back to school for a law degree from Loyola.
