The Meeting-September 23, 2003

The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance, the singing of America the Beautiful and a prayer by Jim Etter. 

President Brennan introduced guests District Governor Richard Angle and his wife Ann, Alyce Butler the Assistant Governor, Dave Ryan from NIPSCO and Phylis Mamula’s daughter, K.J.
