Dick Henry’s guest was fellow Rotarian (Schererville) Stan Hendricks.  A Paul Harris 

Fellow, a Past President, a Past District Governor and now a current Club Director, Stan 

has also been asked to Chair the Calumet Region Rotary International (RI) Eradicate Polio Campaign.  Twenty years ago RI promised to eradicate polio.  We’re here to finish the job and to fulfill our promise.  While overwhelmingly successful to date, polio can still be found in ten countries.  Another dozen countries remain on the high-risk alert list.  But no country is immune as long as a single case exists.  ”An outbreak is only a plane ride away.”  It’s been said that the toughest mile is the last mile and this endeavor is no different.  Now is not the time to lose our resolve. Now is the time to get it done.  RI has committed US$80 million of the US$400 million still needed to buy, transport and administer the vaccine to over 600 million children in some of the most remote parts of the world.  The District has committed to $313,000 by next March.  To meet that goal, we have committed to $100 per member.  We are almost half way there.  Again, this is no time to let up.  This is the time to fulfill our promise.  Remember that the $100 you give will count towards your PHF or as a continuing giver, and it will be matched fourfold by the Gates Foundation.
