Phil Muvich, the Chaplain of Saint Anthony Hospice in Crown Point was introduced as the day’s speaker.  St. Anthony’s is run by the Franciscan Sisters and is one of 30 organizations in the Lake County Tobacco Prevention Coalition. 

Indiana is one of about ten states that is investing its tobacco trust fund (law suit settlement) money in health and smoking prevention initiatives.

The Coalition’s objectives include decreasing Indiana’s percentage of the population smoking from 27% to at least the national average of 22%.  The Coalition is also very committed to efforts aimed at reducing second hand smoke.  One in eight non-smokers are affected by second hand smoke.  Children are most affected.

Mr. Muvich reminded everyone that quitting smoking is often hard to do.  Quitting three times before succeeding is not uncommon.  So if you have not been successful in quitting, don’t quit trying.
