The Meeting-September 9, 2003

As always the meeting began with The Pledge, Song and Prayer.  Music was under the direction of guest conductor. Terry McCullough won the raffle but not the $290 jackpot.

A pass was taken on extractions and announcements.

Ruth Dodson introduced Jeff Miller from Lake County Emergency Management.

She explained that she first met Mr. Miller while she was researching some curriculum options for Calumet College and that she was very impressed to learn of all that had been accomplished re emergency preparedness in our area.

Mr. Miller began his talk by explaining that he got involved with Emergency Management through and after 27 years in the Sheriff’s Department.  Emergency Management Agencies are required to be established in every county in the country by federal statute.  They have taken the place and expanded upon what Civil Defense formerly did.

Mr. Miller gave some examples of groundbreaking work Lake County EMA did in the late 1990s that became models for other agencies around the country. 

Prior to 9/11/01, much of the work for agencies of this type was concerned with planning for natural disasters or accidents.  As we all know, 9/11 has lead to a changed focus, security and response to intentionally planned disasters.

Mr. Miller explained that not only are 8 local hospitals now working in developing coordinated response scenarios, but five counties (Lake, Porter, LaPorte, Newton, and Jasper) have a mutual aid and coordination agreement.

In the post 9/11 world, one key responsibility of Lake County EMA is planning for the allocation of Homeland Security funds being spent by the federal government.  Phase I and II dollars coming to our area exceed $1,500,000.

Mr. Miller concluded with an enthusiastic discussion of the technology and capabilities of CAN, the Community Alert Network.  This is in essence a sophisticated targeted communication system that can alert specific areas of dangerous situations.
